He often competes in music festivals and competitions around 
Northern Ireland, having won many first prizes for piano, organ, accompaniment and composition, and he was a piano 
finalist in the Catherine Judge Memorial Award Competition at Queen's University, Belfast. Later this year, he will appear as 
soloist in Mozart's Piano Concerto in D minor. Orly is a keen composer and has also arranged many works by other 
composers. He is currently working on a series of Palestrina transcriptions. 
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
